On a motion by McDonald, seconded by Cox, with all those present saying aye and with none saying nay, council 
approved moved to enter into executive session pursuant to KRS 61.810(1)(b)to deliberate on the future acquisition or 
sale of real property by a public agency when publicity would be likely to affect the value of a specific piece of property to 
be acquired for public use or sold by a public agency.
